With your generous donations to the Angel Tree at Christmas, $40 Walmart gift cards were 

provided to 171 children from 65 families.  Food vouchers amounting to $50 were distributed to 

their parents to help with other Christmas expenses.  The total distribution was $6,821.00. We 

extend special thanks the Salvation Army for donating some 150 teddy bears, eliciting huge 

smiles on the children’s faces on Christmas morning!

We are a non-profit organization with 

affordable prices and no HST. Donations can be dropped off at the York Street store, Monday-
